LICENSE AND REGULATIONS, TO DELETE OBSOLETE
REFERENCES TO THE DUTIES OF THE CITY CLERK,
REFLECTING THESE DUTIES AS THOSE OF THE
FINANCE DIRECTOR; TO EXTEND THE DUE DATES
FOR BUSINESS LICENSE RENEWALS AND REQUIRING
REGISTRATICN OF NON-PROFIT ORGANIZATIONS;
CHANGING THE DUE DATES FOR MISCELLANEQUS
LICENSES TO FEBRUARY 1; TQ UPDATE REFERENCES
AND REQUIREMENTS FOR PEDDLERS’ LICENSES; TO
ADDRESS RESPONSIBILITY FOR OBTAINING
CRIMINAL  HISTORY BACKGROUND REFORTS  AND
REVIEWING LICENSE APPLICATIONS AND CRIMINAL
CONVICTION DATA; AND GENERAL CODE FORMAT
REVISIONS

WHEREAS, provisicns of Title 5 of the Redmond Municipal
Code have become outdated or are in need of modification to
address current prccedure; and

WHEREAS, staff is desirous of amending Title 5 of the
Redmond Municipal Code to delete obsolete references fo the
duties of the City Clerk, reflecting those duties as thaose of
the Finance Director; general codification formatting; extension
of the due dates for business license renewals and registration
of non-profit organizations; amending the due dates for
miscellaneous licenses to February 1; updating references and

requirements for peddlers’ licenses; and to address the

responsibility for obtaining criminal history background reports
and license application review.

NOW, THEREFCRE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF REDMCND,
WASHINGTON, DO CRDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Classification. This ordinance is of a

general and permanent nature and shall become a part of the City
Code.

Section 2. Amendment of Title. RMC Title 5, Business

The provisions of this chapter shall be deemed an
exercise of the power of the city to license for

revenue and for regulation.

5.04.020 Scope.

A1l persons engaging 1in a business or occupation
within the limits of the city as hereinafter defined
shall be subject to the provisions of this [EHARTIER]

title. The finance director shall be responsible for

enforcing the provisions of this title.
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5.04.030 Definitions.

Where used in this chapter or title, the

fcllowing words and terms shall have the meanings as
defined in this section, unless, from the context, a
more limited or different meaning is clearly defined
or apparent:

+++ (A) "Business” includes all activities,
occupations, pursuits, or professions located or
engaged within the city with the object of gain,
benefit or advantage to the person engaging in the
same, or to any other person or c¢lass, directly or
indirectly;

+t2+-+ (B) “Business license” 1s that document
issued by the city licensing the transaction of the
indicated business by the person whose name appears
thereon for the stated year. For the purpose of this

chapter, an original or ocfficially issued duplicate

shall constitute a wvalid “business license” for every
purpose;

= (C) “"Employee” means any person who
performs work, labor, or services for a business and
is on the business’ payroll. For the purpose of this
chapter, the term “employee” also includes all full-
time, part-time, and temporary employees or workers on
the business’ payrell, and self-employed persons, sole

proprietors, owners, managers, partners, any family

members working at the business, and any officers,

agents or personal representatives acting in a

fiduciary capacity:

4+ (D) “Engaging in business” means
commencing, conducting or continuing in any business l
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within the city, whether or not an coffice or physical
location for +the business lies within the city.
Engaging in bkusiness includes the performance of work
or services by contractors, consultants,
representatives, agents or other persons within the
city, even though the office location o©f the
contractor, consultant, representative, agent or other
person is not within the city limits; the exercise of
corporaete or franchise ©powers, as well as the
ligquidation of a business when the ligquidators hold
themselves out to the public as c¢onducting such
business; and furnishing temporary employees and/or
workers to other businesses;

+8++ (E) "“Finance director” or "“director” neans
the City of Redmond Finance Director or his/her

5.04.040 Business license required.

+ar+ (A) No person shall engage in any business
within the c¢ity without first having c¢bhtained and
being the holder of a valid and subsisting license to
engage in such business or activity, to be known as a
“business license,” and withcut paying the license fse
imposed by this chapter. Provided, however, that an
independent contractor who provides work, labor, or
services to business entities licensed hereunder shall
not be reguired tc obtain a separate business license
when all of the license fees reqguired by this chapter
with respect te such a person are included in the

license fees paild by the entities which receive the

person’s work, labor, or services, pursuant to Section
5.04.080.
e+ (B) Persons or companies deoing business in

the city of Redmond must comply with this chapter

regardless of the physical location of the business
{i.e., whether inside or outside Redmond Cl[€]ity
limits). An original or officially issued duplicate
license must be obtained for each lcocation where
business is transacted.

Her+ {C) A person shall obtain a separate
business license for each separate business engaged
in, including but not limited to a separate bpusiness

license for each business for which a separate Unified
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Business Identifier (“UBI”) number is 1issued by the

Washington State Department of Licensing.

5.04.050 Finance Director as license officer.

{A) The ([Flfinance [B]director shall collect all
license fees and shall issue licenses in the name of
the city to all persons qualified under the provisions
of this chapter and shall have the authority to:

(1) Adopt Forms. Adopt application, license,
renewal, annual return, and all other necessary or
convenient forms and prescribe the information to be
provided. Such required information shall include, but
not he limited te, the name of the applicant, his o£
her residence address, date of Dbirth, place of
business, the mnature o©f the business, the form of
ownership, the names of all officers of the business,
the UBI number (if applicable), and the number of
employees;

(2) Obtain Endorsement. Submit applications,
when deemed appropriate, to other city officials for
their endorsements therecn as to compliance by the
applicant with all city regulations which  the
officials have the duty of enforcing;

(3) Investigate. Investigate and determine
the eligibility of any applicant for a license as
prescribed herein;

(4) Examine Records. Examine and audit the
books and records of any applicant or licensee when
reasonably necessary to the administration and
enforcement of this chapter. The records of a

business, including but not limited to federal and
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state tax returns and invoices, shall be open for

examination by the [F] finance [Bldirector or

authorized agent at any time to the extent not
prchibited by law;

(5) Give Notice. Notify any applicant of the
acceptance or rejection of the application;

(6} Regulate Form of Licenses. Ensure that
each license is numbered, and shows the name of the
licensee, business address and the character of the

business authorized to be transacted.

5.04.060 Qualifications of applicants.

(A) sStandards to Dbe .Appliéd. The [F]£finance
[Bldirector shall base the decision to issue or deny
the license upon the fellowing criteria:

(1) Applicant History. All wviclations of

city regulations or convictions within the 10 vyears

immediately ©preceding application, which . directly
relate to the operation of the applicant’s ' current
proposed business;

(2) License History. The license history of
the applicant, whether such person 1is previously
operating in this or another Jjurisdiction under a
license has had such license revoked or suspended, the
reasons therefor, and the demeanor of the applicant
subsequent to such action; )

(3) No Obligation to [€]city. Except as
otherwise provided in this chapter, applicants shall

not be in default under the provisions of this chapter

or indebted or obligated in any manner to the city,
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except for current taxes and other obligations not
past due;

{4) Compliance with City Regulations. The
propesed use of any premises shall not be in violation
of any city building, safety, fire, health or land use
requlations as determined by the city department

charged with the enforcement of said regulations.

5.04.070 Procedures for issuance of license.

+Ha++ (A) Formal Application Required. Every
person required to procure a license under the
provigions of this chapter shall submit an application
for such license to the [F]finance [B]ldirector. The
application shall be made upon forms provided by the
[Pl finance (Bldirector.

(1) Determination of whether a

business license application is complete for purposes

of issuing a business license shall be made by the

finance director.

(2) An application for a business

license shall be deemed to be abandoned 90 days after

the date of application, unless such application has

been pursued in good faith or a 1license has been

issgued. Expired applications shall forfeit a minimum

of $90 of the new application fee.

4+ (B) Commencement of Business Activities. No
person shall be entitled or authorized to engage in
business within the «c¢ity until such time as the
(Flfinance [Bldirector has approved the issuance of a
business license pursuant to the terms of this

chapter. The acceptance of a business license
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application by the c¢ity shall not be deemed to grant

any right or privilege under this chapter, except as

otherwise provided by law.

+e  (C) Burden on Applicant. The [F]finance
[Bldirector, or other designated officer, is
authorized, but not required, to mail to persons
engaging 1in business forms for applications and/or
renewals for licenses, but failure of the person to
receive any such form shall not excuse the person from
making application for and securing the license
reguired by this chapter.

+&+ (D) Applications for new business licenses,
including home businesses, within the boundaries of
Wellhead Protection Zones 1, 2, or 3 shall be
accompanied by a completed Hazardous Materials
Questionnaire to determine the regulatory status of

the business. The City o©of Redmond Director of Public

Works, or his or her designee, shall review and
approve the Hazardous Materials Questionnaire.
Applications for business license renewals do not need
to be accompanied by a Hazardous Materials

Questionnaire; however, the City of Redmond Director

of Public Works, or his or her designee, may require
an updated Hazardous Materials Questionnaire from
renewing businesses in accordance with the

requirements under Chapter 13.07, Wellhead Protection.

5.04.080 Fees — Payment.
Ha)}  (A) [STANDARD—FEE—METHGB] Reporting by

Hours Method. [BXEEPRT AS OTHERWISE—PROVIDED—BY THIS

calculated by determining [BASED—UPSN] the number of

employee hours worked in the city ©of Redmond during

the previous year and then multiplying that figure by

(3) Annual employee hours are calculated

based on the sum of the four quarterly réports

submitted to the Washington State Department of Labor

and Industries for the previous year.

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{5) Employers without a full year history

would need to estimate the number of employee hours

that will be worked in the current calendar year.

(6} If a business has more than one location

in the city of Redmond, the annual business license

fee calculation must include annual employvee hours at

all locations.

{7) Businesses with more than one location

must use the same method of calculation for all

locations.

b+ (B) [ALTERNATIVE] Reporting by FTE Method.

A business may choose to calculate its annual license

fee based on the number of its full-time equivalent

employees. The annual business license fee is

calculated by multiplying the number of full-time

equivalent employees by $90. [THE—NUMBER—OF-EMPLOYEES

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(6) The number of full-time equivalent

employees shall be based on the sum of the full-time

employees in the four gquarterly reports submitted to

the Washington State Department of Labor and

Industrieg for the previous year divided by four.

(7) It shall be the responsibility of

the employer to determine the number of full-time
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equivalent employees working within the <c¢ity from

these reports. Businesses that did not file quarterly

reports with the Washington State Department of Labor

and Industries shall determine the number of full-time

eguivalent employees working in the city and

demonstrate, if required, to the satisfaction of the

finance director, that ~ the number of full-time

equivalent employees is correct.

(8) For businesses with employees who

work less than 1,920 hours per year (the work hour

figure used by the Washington Department of Labor and

Industries) the total number of hours worked by all

such employees during the four quarters of the

previous year shall be added together and divided by

1,920 to determine the full time employee equivalency.

(9) Employers without a full year

history would need toc estimate the number of full-time

equivalent—employees that will work in the city for

the current calendar year.

{l0) If a business has more than one

location in the city of Redmond, the annual business

license fee calculation must include annual full-time

equivalent employees at all locations.

{(11) Businesses with more than one

location must use the same method of calculation for

all locations.

et (C) If at any time during the vyear it
appears that the number of employee hours worked or if
using the FTE method the number of employees was

under-reported at the time of application or renewal,

(1) Exemptions. The following entities may

claim an exemption from the license or renewal fee,

but if exempt wunder this subsection such entities

shall register under this chapter.
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(a) Any entity exempt from taxation

under 26 U.S.C. Sec. 501(c) (3), upon furnishing proof

to the finance director of its nonprofit status.

(b) Governmental entities that engage

solely in activities which are not exclusively

governmental, such as some activities of a hospital or

medical clinic.

{c) A nonprofit business operated

exclusively for a religious purpose that files with

the city a copy of its current IRS 501 (C) (3)

exemption certificate issued by the Internal Revenue

Service.

{d) Civic groups, service clubs, and

social organizations that are not engaged in any

profession, trade, or occupation, but are organized to

provide civic, service or social activities in the

city. Examples of such organizations may include but
are not limited to: Soroptimists; Kiwanis; Lioné;
Rotary: American Legion; children’s and adults’

athletic organizations; and similar types of groups,

clubs or organizations.

+Heg+ (G) The annual license fee shall become due
and payable on January 1lst of each calendar vyear. The
business license fee shall not be prorated for any
part of any vear.

)+ (H) A licensee may request that the city
refund that portion of the annual business 1license
overpaid on the basis that the business miscounted the
number of employee hours worked or tChe number of
employees. The request must be in writing and the city

must receive the request and all supporting payreoll
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documentation nco later than 60 days after the end of
the licensee‘’'s fiscal year in which the error was
made. If the [F]finance [Bjdirector is satisfied that
the business paid an excess business license fee, then
the city will refund the excess £fee paid by the
business during either the current calendar year oOr
one prior calendar year.

+HE3+ (I) Payment made by [BRAFF-OR] check shall
not be deemed a payment of the fee unless and until
the same has been honored in the usual course of
business, nor shall acceptance of any such check [6R
BRAFT] operate ~as an acquittance or discharge of the
fee unless and until the check [6R—DBRAFF] is honored.
Any person who submits a business license fee payment
by check to the c¢ity pursuant to the provisions of
this chapter shall be assessed a NSF fee set by the

reason.

+54 (Jd) If any person required by the terms and
provisions of this chapter to pay a license fee for
any period fails or refuses to do so, he shall not be
granted a license for the current period until the
delinguent license fee, together with penalties, has
been paid in full. Any license fee due and unpaid
under this chapter and any penalties thereon shall
constitute a debt to the city and may be collected in
court proceedings in the same manner as any other debt
in 1like amount, which remedy shall be 1n addition to

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5.04.084 Temporary empioyees.
The following provisions shall apply to

businesses engaged in the practice of providing
temporary employees or workers (“temporary agencies”)
to businesses located within the «¢ity and to
businesses located within the city which utilize the
services of such employees or workers:

(1) Temporary agencies located within the
city shall include all temporary employees and workers
placed with businesses located within the city in
calculating the number of employee hours worked in
addition to employees described under RMC
5.04.030H23) (C);

(2) Temporary agencies located outside the
city which place temporary employees or workers with
businesses located within the city shall include all

such temporary employees and workers in calculating

the number of hours worked by their employees;

(3) Businesses located within the city which
utilize temporary employees or workers provided by a
temporary agency shall not include the temporary
employees or workers 1in calculating the number of
their employee hours;

(4) Temporary agencies placing temporary
employees and workers within the city shall calculate
the number of hours worked by such employees and
workers in the manner provided by RMC 5.04.080Ha++
{a);

(5) In submitting an initial business
license application or subsequent renewal application,

all businesses located within the c¢ity which wuse
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temporary employees or workers furnished by a
temporary agency shall indicate fthe number of employee
hours worked by using the formula set forth in RMC
5.04.0804++=++ (A) and further indicate the names and
addresses of the temporary agencies furnishing said
employees or workers. Failure to so report the number
of hours worked by temporary employees or workers or
the names and addresses of the agencies furnishing
said employees or workers shall result in imposition

cof a penalty equal to ten percent (10%) of the

company’s total business license fee., In addition,
failure to report may result in revocation,

suspension, or denial of the business license.

5.04.085 Penalty for late payment — Interest.
(A) For each payment due, if such payment is not
made by the due date, there shall be added penalties

as follows:

5.04.080 Display of license — Renewal — Transfer.

+H{e+  (RA) Display of License. Every license
granted under this chapter shall be posted in a
conspicuous place 1in the place of business of the
licensee., No person shall allow any license to remain
posted, displayed, or used after the periocd for which
it was issued has expired, or when 1t has been
suspended or revoked, or for any other reason become

ineffective.

+tb++ (B) Renewal. Each license granted shall
expire at the end of the calendar year in which it is
issued. Each licensee shall be responsible to renew
the license for each ensuing calendar year.

tHerd (C) Nontransferability. Any license issued
under and by virtue of the provisicons of this chapter
shall be personal and nontransferable.

++e3-} (D) New Location Desired. A licensee shall
have the right to change the location of the licensed
business provided confirmation of the legality of the
business activity at the new location is obtained by
the [F]finance [B]director.

++e3} (E) Multiple Locations. In case a licensee

desires to coenduct business at two {(2) oY more
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separate locations, a business license must  be
conspicuously posted at each location where business
is transacted. A supplemental location application
must be completed for each location where business is
conducted in addition to the primary location of the
business. After receipt of a supplemental Ilocation
application, the [F]finance [B]ldirector shall issue a
duplicate business license for each such additional
location. Prior to issuance of a duplicate business
license for an additional location, the [#]finance
[Pldirector shall firgtt confirm the legality of the

business at each such location.

5.04.100 Notification of exemption or termination of
business activities.

+Hal)} (A} Every person who has obtained a
business license required by this chapter and who
thereafter ceases "to engage in business within the
city shall, prior to the end of the calendar year
during which businéss operations have been terminated,
notify the [F]finance [Bldirector in writing that
business activities have ceased. Any business for
which a license has been issued shall be presumed to
continue in operation within the city unless notice of
termination of business activities has been given as
provided - above, and enforcement proceedings may be
commenced on the basis of such presumption.

4+ (B) Every person who engages in a business
in the city which 1is exempt from the licensing
provisions of this chapter under federal, state or

local laws shall notify the [F]finance [Pldirector in
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writing of the exemption and the basis for the

exemption.

e+ (C) Any business which 1is exempt from the
provisions of this chapter or has terminated its
business activities in the city shall not be entitled
to a refund of any license fee paid under this

chapter.

5.04.110 COperating without a license.

Any person who engages 1in, or carries on, any
business sﬁbject to the payment of a license fee
hereunder without having obtained a business 1license
tec do so shall be guilty o©of a wvioclation of this
chapter for each day during which the business is so
engaged 1in or carried on; and any person subject
thereto who fails or refuses to pay the license fee,

or any part therecf, on or before the due date, shall

be deemed to be operating without having obtained a
license to do so.

(A} Any city of Redmond police officer, any

code compliance officer, or other such person

designated by the finance director can assist the

finance director in enforcing the provisions of Title

5.

(B) Businesses operating without a license

are subject to a one hundred (100) percent penalty of

the licensing fee due.

(C) The finance director is authorized, but

not obligated, to waive all or any portion of the

penalties provided herein in the event that the

finance director determines that operating without a
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license was due to excusable neglect or extreme

hardshiE.

5.04.120 License fee additicnal to others imposed.

The license fee 1levied in this chapter shall be
additional tTc any license fee or tax imposed or levied
under the 1law or any other ordinance of the city

except as expressly provided herein.

5.04.130 Exemptions.
The provisions of this chapter shall not apply
to:

(1) Any instrumentality of the United
States, the State of Washington, or political
subdivision thereof with respect to the exercise of
governmental functicns;

{2) Any farmer, gardener, or other person
who sells, delivers or peddles any fruits, vegetables,
berries, butter, eggs, fish, milk, poultry, meat or
any farm produce or edibkles raised, caught, produced

or manufactured by such person in the state;
