I. RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Approve the award of bid for the Willows Road Trail Crossing Traffic Signal, Project

101408, to Westwater Construction Company of Auburn, Washington, for the amount bid
of $480,547.53, and authorize the Mayor to sign the contract.

III.  DESCRIPTION:

The Willows Road Trail Crossing project will provide a signalized intersection with
crosswalks at the PSE Trail, Willows Road. and entrance to Overlake Christian Church
(9900 Block).

The project will also construct sidewalks, wheelchair ramps, curb and gutter,
channelization, and signage. Also included is pavement repair on the northbound curb
lane of Willows Road.

This project was identified in the Localized Efficiency Action Program (LEAP) in 2006.
At the June 2, 2009, Council meeting, the project was approved as one of three to be
completed through the design phase with Parametrix, Inc. This design became known as
LEAP 216 Willows Road/PSE Trail Crossing. Additional design funding of the
improvements at Willows Road/PSE Trail Crossing were identified and funded as a
Targeted Safety Improvement Program (TSIP) project in December 2010. The design
was completed in March 2011.

The Targeted Safety Improvement Program (TSIP) is funding the construction of the
project, Willows Road/PSE Trail Crossing, Project No. 101408, as mentioned in the
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update at the April 13, 2010, Council Study Session. This bid award serves as formal
approval of the Targeted Safety Improvement Project funds that Council reviewed for
this project.

The City Clerk received bids until 2:00 p.m., April 14, 2011. There were five (5) bidders
and the bid totals are summarized below:

All bidder’s unit prices, extensions and additions have been checked for accuracy and
unbalanced bid items. The contractor’s references were checked and found to be
acceptable.
