SCHEDULE OF MAXIMUM SPEEDS, TO EXTEND, DOCUMENT, AND
ESTABLISH SPEED LIMITS AND TO UPDATE EXISTING STREET
DESCRIPTIONS AND LIMITS

RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Adopt ordinance amending section RMC10.24.060 to extend, document, and establish the

speed limit on certain City streets and to reflect the current City boundaries and City
street map.

DESCRIPTION:

Several arterial streets within the City are currently operating under the prima facie speed
limit of 25 mph because they have or will be extended or were not included in prior speed
limit ordinance updates. The purpose of amending this ordinance is to extend the correct
speed limits onto new street sections, and also to document existing speed limits for
streets that are already posted higher than 25 mph, but are not in the current schedule of
maximum speeds. This ordinance also establishes a speed limit on the short section of
Novelty Hill Road within the city limits. The majority of changes in this amendment are
to update the schedule of maximum speeds to reflect current City boundaries and the
current City street map. Most of the descriptions and limits have not been changed since
1991, and many are out of date. No increase to existing speed limits is proposed. City
staff members met with the Planning and Public Works Committee on Tuesday, April 19,
2011, to review the proposed changes.
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The attached ordinance shows the specific changes to the speed limit table.  For clarity,
the following categories summarize the typical changes and list the streets that fall
primarily in those categories (a few streets are listed in more than one category):
