II.  DESCRIPTION/BACKGROUND:

Feet First is the only pedestrian advocacy group in Washington State. This non-profit
organization promotes walking as a viable mode of transportation and believes walking is
an important public policy that connects communities, improves health, and enhances
economic vitality.
