WASHINGTON, AMENDING THE REDMOND
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN LAND USE  ELEMENT AS
RELATED TO NEIGHBORHOOD COMMERCIAL POLICIES;
PRCOVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND ESTABLISHING
AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the Growth Management Act reqguires that
comprehensive plan and development regulations shall be subject
to continuing evaluaticn and review; and

WHEREAS, through Ordinance No. 2606 effective July 30,
2011, the City Council set the content o©of Redmond’s 2011 Annual
Comprehensive Plan Amendment Package, which includes the
proposed amendments to Neighborhood Commercial policies and
regulations; and

WHEREAS, a State Environmental Policy Act Checklist was
prepared and a LCetermination of Non-Significance was issued on
November 22, 2010; and

WHEREAS, state agencies received 60-day notice of <the
propesed amendments tTo the Redmond Comprehensive Plan and Zoning
Code on November 23, 2010; and

WHEREAS, on December 15, 2010, the Planning Commission
conducted a public hearing and held the hearing open for written

comment through January 12, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held study sessions on
November 17, 2010, December 1, 2010, December 8, 2010, December
15, 2010, January 12, 2011, and January 19, 2011, tc receive
public comment regarding the proposed amendments to Neilghborhood
Commercial policies and regulations; and

WHEREAS, the City Council held public meetings on
February 15, 2011, February 22, 2011, March 2z, 2011, May 24,
2011, and June 14, 2011, to review the recommended amendments
and held a public hearing on July 19, 2011, to receive public
testimony regarding policies and regulations that were not
within the scope of the Planning Commission’s December 15, 2010,
public hearing; and

WHEREAS, the City c¢f Redmond desires to amend the Redmond
Comprehensive Plan as it pertains tc Neighborhood Commercial
policies and address needs and interest related toc neighborhood
commercial uses.

NOW, THEREFCORE, THE CITY CCUNCIL OF THE CITY OF REDMOND,
WASHINGTON, DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Classification. This ordinance is of a

general and permanent nature and shall become a part of the City
Cede.

Section 2. Findings and Conclusicns. The City Council

hereby adopts the findings and conclusions contained in  the

Planning Commission Report dated January 26, 2011, including all
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related attachments and exhibits to that report, City File

No. L100393.

Section 3. Amendment of Redmond Comprehensive Plan Land

Use Element, Commercial Policies. The text of the Redmond

Cemprehensive Plan Land Use Element, Cocmmercial Peclicies, 1is
hereby amended to read as shown in Exhibkit 1 incorporated herein
by this reference as 1f set forth in full tec this ordinance.

Section 4. Severapility. If any section, sentence,

c¢lause, or phrase of this ordinance should be held to be invalid
or unconstituticnal by a court of compstent jurisdicticn, such
invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the wvalidity

of any other sectiocn, sentence, c¢lause, or phrase of this

ordinance.
Section 5. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take
effect five (5) days after passage and publication of an

apprcved summary consisting of the title.
