III.  DESCRIPTION:

Background
The purpose and mission of the Targeted Safety Improvement Program (TSIP) is to

identify existing and potential traffic safety problem areas and implement projects to
reduce crashes, injuries, deaths, and their related losses — through proactive
collision prevention; reactive collision response; and multi-modal safety consistent
with the Transportation Master Plan (TMP).

The TSIP was specifically identified in the 2005 TMP as an ongoing program and was
first approved into the CIP as part of the 2007-2008 budget process. In 2007, Council
approved selection criteria and a ranking matrix to be used to identify projects to be
funded by TSIP. Five projects have been completed since the start of the program:

Leary Way /WLSP

Citywide Signal Head Visibility

Old Redmond Road/W. Lake Samm Way
Willows Trail Crossing (end of 2011)
Citywide Countdown Heads
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IV.

Current Projects

On May 24, 2011, at the Council study session staff presented the prioritized project list.
This consultant agreement will provide for the design of the following TSIP projects for
2011 and 2012, as shown in attachment A.

NE 40th Street and SR 520 Ramp on the west side - Design intersection improvements
per the NE 40th Street Corridor Study to provide a median for pedestrians and bicyclists
crossing at the SR520 Bike Trail. Move the curb on the south side to provide a shorter
crossing on the south side of the intersection.

148th Avenue NE, Willows Road to Redmond Way - Staff will evaluate the 148th
Avenue NE corridor from Willows Road to Redmond Way for possible reconfiguration
of the street section and improvement of pedestrian crossing at 148th Avenue NE and
NE 87" Street,

NE 116th Street at 162nd Avenue NE - Begin design of a continuation of wide

“sidewalk on north side of NE 116th and install a crosswalk with pedestrian-actuated

flashing beacon.

Red-Wood Road (SR202) —South of 109"™-  Design 420 feet of pedestrian
improvements along the west side with a cantilevered sidewalk structure similar to Bel
Red Road south of NE 40™ Street.

On July 27, 2011, City staff requested proposals from six engineering firms. The firms
were sclected from the City’s consultant roster as highly qualified to provide the
technical expertise. After review of the proposals by staft, Parametrix was selected as the
best qualified. A scope of work and fee was then developed with Parametrix and is
shown in Attachment B.

A. Service Delivery: These projects will improve pedestrian, bicycle, and vehicle
safety at many intersections.
