DESCRIPTION:

The King County reclaimed water conveyance pipeline extends from the Brightwater
Treatment Plant to the York Pump Station (NE 124" St and Willows Rd) and then
continues to the southeast corner of Willows Run Golf Course, along the west side of the
Sammamish River. The end of the pipeline is adjacent to the City of Seattle Tolt water
pipeline and a City of Redmond sewer collection system siphon.

In spring 2013, reclaimed water will be available from the Brightwater Treatment Plant
and will be conveyed through this pipeline to Willows Run Golf Course during the
summer irrigation season. The pipeline will need to be flushed to maintain water quality
at various times throughout the year.

The Interagency Agreement (Attachment A) outlines the terms under which King County
can discharge into the City’s sewer system. This work was discussed with the Planning
and Public Works Committee at their September 20, 2011, meeting.
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
