Approve Supplemental Agreement No. 1 with Jacobs Engineering Group, Inc., for final
design services for the 164™ Avenue NE Extension, Project No. 20020945, in an amount
not to exceed $185,000 and authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement: and authorize
staff to acquire necessary right-of-way and/or easements for roadway and utilities as
required.

1.  DESCRIPTION:

At its regular meeting on February 1, 2011, the City Council approved the selection of
Jacobs Engineering Group, Inc., to provide preliminary engineering design services for
the extension of 164" Avenue NE between NE 76" Street and Cleveland Street.

Major design features under this agreement include:
e New two-lane roadway between NE 76" Street and Cleveland Street
e Urban design features
e Intersection and signal modifications at Cleveland Street to accommodate both
one-way and future two-way traffic operation on Cleveland Street
e Roundabout at 164" Avenue NE and NE 76" Street
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e Street lighting and landscaping

This Supplemental Agreement No. 1 will allow preparation of final design and
construction documents.

V. IMPACT:

A. Service/Delivery: This project will provide for a new vehicle and pedestrian
friendly linkage between Old Town and Town Center. It will also provide better
traffic flow through both intersections, enhance safety, and improve pedestrian
and bicycle linkage in the area.
