WHEREAS, the City has identified performance measures 1in
the 2013/2014 City operating budget for no overall increase in
greenhouse gas emissions and energy consumption in 2013, and a
cne percent reduction in greenhouse gas emissions and energy
consumption in 2014; and

WHEREAS, the City values are acccuntability, integrity, and
commitment to service; and

WHEREAS, the King County Countywide Planning Policies,
which the City has ratified, include policies related to
greenhouse gas emissions reduction targets and promoting energy

efficiency measures; and
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WEEREAS, the City’'s Comprehensive Plan includes policies
for development of greenhouse gas emissions reduction and energy
consumption reduction strategies; and

WHEREAS, the City intends to lead by example; and

WHEREAS, these strategies will allow the City to affect
change in 1ts operaticnal approach concerning greenhouse gas
emissicns and energy consumptiocn.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIIL OF THE CITY OF REDMOND,
WASHINGTON, HERERBY RESCLVES:

That the Climate Acticn Tmplementation Plan Government
