AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF REDMOND,
WASHINGTON, AMENDING THE REDMOND MUNICIPAL
CODE, REDMOND COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, TO ADOPT
AMENDMENTS TO THE NEIGHBORHOODS ELEMENT
RELATING TO THE NORTH REDMOND “WEDGE” SUB-
AREA, PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, AND
ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, 1in 2006 through Ordinances Nos 2307 and 2308, the
City Council adopted the North Redmond neighborhood plan portion
of the Redmond Comprehensive Plan and Community Development
Guide, and

WHEREAS, the City Councail’s action included direction to
City staff to develop recommended amendments to policies and
regulations related to “Wedge” sub-area of the North Redmond
neighborhood plan to address, relative to the Residential
Development and Conservation Overlay Density Transfer, 1) the
character of the Redmond-Woodinville Road corridor as a green
gateway to the City of Redmond, 2) safety concerns related to
pedestrian, bicycle, and automobile access and circulation, and
3) intermal circulation for adjacent redevelopment, and

WHEREAS, i1in 2006 and 2007 City staff met with wvicinity
residents and property owners to seek participation in the
Redmond-Woodinville Road Corridor Study and the “Wedge” sub-area

plan update process, and
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WHEREAS, on February 6, 2009, the City provided 60-day
notice to state agencies reviewling Comprehensive Plan and
development regulation updates of this proposed amendment, and

WHEREAS, a State Envaironmental Policy Act Checklist was
prepared and a Determination of Non-Significance was 1ssued on
December 19, 2008, for the proposed amendment, and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission conducted a public hearing
beginning on January 28, 2009, and ending on February 11, 20089,
to receave public comment on the proposed amendment, and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission concluded 1) the proposed
amendments implement the North Redmond neighborhood policies and
regulations relative to the Residential Development and
Conservation Overlay Density Transfer within the “Wedge” sub-
area, 2) address 1items previous 1dentified including the
character, safety concerns, and circulation specific to the
“Wedge” sub-area, and 3) guide future development 1n an area
that 1s unigue to Redmond as a transitional area and an entryway
to the City, and

WHEREAS, the City Council held public meetings to review
the proposed amendment on Apral 7, 2009, Apral 14, 2009, and
May 19, 2009

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF REDMOND,

WASHINGTON, HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS
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Section 1 Findings and Conclusions The City Council

hereby adopts the £indings and c¢onclusicns contained 1in the
Planning Commission Report dated March 11, 2009, including all
related attachments and exhibits to that report

Section 2 Amendments to portions of the Comprehensive Plan

attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference as if
set forth in full

Section 3 Severability I1f any section, sentence, clause,

or phrase of this ordinance should be held to be 1invalid or
unconstatutaconal by a court of competent Jjurisdiction, such
invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity of
any other section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this
ordinance

effect 5 days after passage and publication of an approved summary

f North Redmond Neighborhood Poticies

The North Redmong neighborhood 15 kscated on the hillsides sast of the Sammarmsh Valley and
constitutas the northeastem corner of Redmond The nefghborhood is bound on the north by NE
124th/128th Street, on the east by Avendale Road and on the south by the Redmond/Puget Sound
Energy Trail until the power Ime tums south At this point, the neighborhood boundary moves to the north
and then jogs around several developmenis whose access 18 pnmarily taken from NE 116" Street At
Redmond-Woodinville Road the boundary turns south to encompass the Vallay Estates development and
then turns north to create the western boundary of the neighborhood by including residgential properties
west of 154™ Place NE

Public Participation in the Neighborhood Plan Update

The North Redmond neighberhood pian is based on a signficant amount of public participation by the
people who live work, and awn property not only within the neighbarhood but alse 1n the immediate
vicinity A 10-member Ciizen Advisory Committee considered the long-term changes that may occur in
the neighborhood through 2022

The Citizen Commuttes participated m a “Citizen s Academy” through which City standards citywide
policies and regutations innovative opportunities and trends were discussed by City staff and lacal
experts Threa neighborhood-wide open house venuas wers providad in order to gam a sense of concemn
and support from the residents of North Redmond and the surrounds  Early venues affowed attendees to
wentify areas for mprovements and to provide input to the major topics being condxdered as part of the
plan update process Later venues enabled further refinement of racommendations that ware formed by
the Citizen Advisory Committee based on public input submitied at the events and through mailed
summaries

The Citizen Advisary Committee alsc considered projects and concepts that will benefit the
newghborheod A list of Prority Projects for consideration a3 Capital improvements along with a list of
Recommended Future Considerations was generated The lists will serve as a bas:s for communication
and action between the Clty and the residents as the Narth Redmond Neighborhood plan is implemented

Neighborhood Vision

Tha vision statement below is 3 word picture of the North Redmond neighborhcod in the year 2022 Itis
intended to reprasent what the neighborhood will look and feel like when and as the plan s implemented

« North Redmend is a distinctive and desirable neighborhood Despite being developed wilh urban
levels of development many mature trees and open spaces throughout the neighborhood have been
preserved leaving & sense of the semi-rural history of this part of Redmond

» The areas surrounding the neighborhood s eastem and westem boundaries have remained rural and
agriculturalfurban recreational respectively Trails and pathways throughou! the neighborhood and
along or within preserved open space corridors mostly characterized by streams and forested
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ravings create a seamiess continuity between rural areas and centrally located residential
neighborhoods parks and neighborhood gathering spaces Safe connections for pedestrians and
bicyclists have bean enhanced through the expansion of a mult-purpose accessibie trail network

= The area s snvironmentally constrained land has been preserved by allowing clustering of new
homas in order to protect wetlands and steep slopes Resndental areas are set back from the major
roads on the penmeter of the neighborhood and many new homes have utilized low-impact
development techmques to further protect the area s natural resources The protected slopes and
wetlands have led to generous portions of land remainmg forested

+ Within North Redmond there are a variety of home sizes and styles ranging from large luxury homes
butt on acra lots to smalier attached and detached homes built at four 1o s units per acre  Home
styles include choices for people of 2t ages family types and a vanety of mcome lavels. The
neighborhood is conveniently located for residants who work and shop in Redmond 3 Downtown

» Nearly all the developments in North Redmond are connected by a series of vehicular and/or
pedestrian tralls and Iinkages which are accessible by ali types of pedestnan traffic such as strolling
and jogging as well as by equestnans and bicyclists in order to take advantage of the area s open
space corridors, improved streets and other natural amenibes A high degree of connectivly is
provided within the neighborhood Most streets provide threugh connections to other developments
and artenals Vehicular or pedestrian connechons are provided at appropnate locations along langthy
or cul-de-sac sireets

+  Redmond-Woodinvite Road Avondals Road NE, NE 116™ Street NE 1247128 Street, and NE
172" Avenue remain the main artenals and collectors m the neighborhood

+ North Redmond i a neighborhood known for its variety of parks and open spaces Tha Northeast
Redmond (Smith) Park has been expanded to include other nearby or adjecent properties and the
City has auccessfully acquired other parcels i the neighborhood Including park area west of 172™
Avenue NE The Redmond/Puget Sound Energy Trai) has been improved into a finear park that
serves as a unifying feature with the Education Hill neighborhood and a number of small parks have
bean added to the Power Line Trall as adjacent properties have developed Amenibes such as
benches at vista points and along walkways and restrooms In public faclities have been incorporated
Into the neighborhood

* In addibon to having easy access to Redmond s Downtown urban center the North Redmond
neighborhood s convemently served by gathering places and shoppmg opportunibes such as
Avondale Canter and the Northeast Redmond Neghborhood Park

Neighborhood Communication Policies

The neighborhood planning process provided many opportunites to involve the public and improve

communication between the City of Redmond and pecpla who lve work, or own property in the North

Redmond neighborhood Based on mput provided by the Citizen Advisory Committee the City's strategic

neighborhood team will continue to work to devalop stronger communications with the neighborhoocd and

vicinity and to enhance delivery of City services through a coordinated effart  The team includes

gpmsenmnves from all City departments mctuding Plannmg Public Works Police Fire Finance and
arks

The formation of a neighborhood citizen comrmittee for the purpose of mantaning ongomg
communication with the City has baan strongly supported by the neghborhood  In addition to providing
annual feedback to the City on the implementation of the neighborhood plan the committee may serve as

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a resource for the City regarding 1ssues that may be of interest to the newghborhood  The commuttee may
also help to create a stronger dentty for the nemghborhood by considenng issues such as gateways
signage and increased nvolverment of nesghborhood residents

committee foliowing the adoption of the neighborheood plan update

N-NR-2 Mcet with the residents of the neighborhood and the nelghborhood citizen committes

General Land Use Policies

General land use pohces ensure that the services and amenites located within the North Redmond
nelghborhood meet the daily and weekly needs of the predormunately residential neighborhood. Policies
saek to batance the strong demand for additional residential development, the need for pedestran and
bicycle amenities and community gathering places These amenities provide for the convenience of
North Redmond residents and reflect upon the desire to preserve the area s natural qualites Addibonal
amenities such as benches strategically placed along trails paths and sidewalks serve to promote a
sense of community and uniqueness of the neighborhood By recognizing the value of environmentally
critical areas such as the various creeks that run through the neighborhood wetlands and steep slopes
the City's policies focus residential development in areas that have the least environmental constraints

The land use poficies for North Redmond also recognize the character of exsting and wall established
neighborhoods that are located on large but otherwisa unconsirained lots in single-famdy subdivisions
throughout the neighborhood

N-NR-3 Praserve the North Redmond neighborhood as a predominantiy residential nelghborhood,
with a varlety of amenities that serve the daily and weekly needs of the North Redmond
residents

N-NR-4 Consorve and strive to onhance oxisting significant natural features including stoep

neighberhood gathering spaces

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North Redmond s open space and naturai character is derived from s forested ravines wetlands open
spacas and pedestnan and bicycle inkages n order to preserve the area s natural features the
appropnate use of planning and design tools are needed to pratect and enhance these nasets Several
techruiques can be used to retain these natural features white accommodating new residential
development. The use of residential clustenng setbacks and landscape buffers will foster a neighborhood
that coexists with the landscape rather than dominates ¢

Another quality of North Redmond s character 1s its semi-rural history The area began to see dramatic
changes between 1985 and 2005 yet remnants of its early beginnings remain present The keeping of
horses on larger lots with regional connections to equestrian facilites and the presarvation of gxisting
low-density residential developments within the neighborhood are examples of the semi-rural features
that still remain yet also provide a sense of the early development and character of the naghborhood

Environmental Protechon

Policwes to praserve the natural environment focus upon protectmg the most emiironmentally entical araas
and retaning open space corndors These corridors comprising streams and forested ravnes provide a
visual eontinuity between semi-rural and agricultural areas that ke to the east and west. In addiion open
space comdors secure natural habitat for widife that otherwrse would be dispiaced by development
Maintaining the integrity of forested siopes enhances the ecological functions of the region s streams
allows for mfitration ensures survivat of native wildlife and protects the property from excessive erosion
and slope failure

Implementation of Redmond’s Cntical Areas Ordinance and Stormwatar Regulations will help support the
neighborhood vision for presarvation of open spaces and environmental resources The use of Low
Impact Development (LID} standards for new construction will help further enhance these programs
along with the use of compost-amended saits in all landscaped areas

The use of LID practices as a stormwater management strategy emphaszes conservation and the use of
existing natural features mtegrated with distrbuted small-acale stormwater controls to more closely mimic
naturaf hydrologic patterns. Hydrology and natural site features that influence water movement will gude
the site planning for streets structures and other infrastructure layout LID standards establish the
consarvation of natural ste assets which include native vegetation and soils existing drainage caurses
and directing developmeant away from envireonmentally criical areas  When strategcally distributed
throughout the project the native vegetation and soil also functions as a hydrologic conirol that heips to
slow store and nfiltrate storm flows

The use of compost-amended soils in addition to glacial till-based soils further enhances LiD practices for
urban development. Proven banefis of using compost amended soifs Include a reduced demand on
summer imgation reduced storm water runoff and erosion and improved soll quality which improves the
health of and success in establishing landscaped areas Use of compost-amended soils may provide
other long-term environmental benefits including reduced pesticide use and runoff as wel as reduction in
the need to use fertiizer In landscaped areas Fertihizer and pesticide use are proven hazards for the
health of iocal streams and creeks includmg Cottege Creek Bear Creek and the Sammamish River as
well as the City's aquiers watersheds and other water bodies. By linking the use of compost-amended
soils with appropriate plant selection properly owners in North Redmond will itkely benefit from reduced
costs for mamtamning landscaped arezs The Washington State Department of Ecology has published
guidelines for production quality maasurements for compost-amended solls and site mplementation

The Neorth Redmond neghborhoed includes areas east of 172™ Avenue NE that lay within the Crty's
Weilhead Protection Zone 2 and Zone 3 The western portron of the neighborhood lies within Zone 4 In
additioni to City wells local private wells currently exist in this nesghbarhood  The presence of wells and
the generai need to maintain groundwater supphes for other beneficial purpeses means that groundwater
recharge should be maintzined as development cccurs

Neighborhood Gathering Spaces

In addition to the need for neighborhood parks and trails North Redmond residents spoka to the
mportance of mantaming and enhancing opportunites for gathenng places that provide kcations for
pecple to meet and recreate  Basad on thelr locatons, the vanous places should have distinct qualties
that servioe different aspects of the neighborhood - ranging tn scale and geared to sefve pedestrians and
bicyclists in the immediate neighborhood  Existing gathenng places are provided throughout at parks
open spaces schools churches and at Thenos and Avondale Center located at the eastern and western
edges of the neighborhood The vanety of places support pedestrian and other non-matormed access
but based on the neighborhood s topography some people will be less Iikely 1o walk to penpheral
locations

natural landscaping area appropriate signage or a small resting area support the opportunity for
neighborheed gathering and recognition

Inncvative housing types and levels of affordability also integrate with the muih-modal character of
the intersection The mmmediate proximity to atternative transpertabon services and amenthes allows the
residents of smaller sze-imited dwellings to further consider reducing or eliminating their nead for
automobiles Smaller dwellings also support the need for a variety of affordability levels within the
neghborhood As the population of Redmond continues to grow and in order to support the abilty for
existing resxdents 1o age 1t place the North Redmond neighborhcod provides housing choices that are
affordable to residents such as seniors teachers and the genaral work force

As vacant land Js dimimished m some areas to accommodate resxdential deveicpment these policias seek
to ensure thal remaining open space 18 pretected and #s qualty enhanced While the development of
many new homes will change the semi-rural character of North Redmond the City s cntical areas
regulations and developer incentrves will help protect many of the nesghborhood s apen spaces and
natural resources In addion the Bear Creek area and the Sammanush Valley will continue to surround
the North Redmond neighborhood with open space uses Nemghborhood parks also protect open space
and provide recraational opportunitias Thae City has acquired a five-acre parcel in the northeast comer of
the nexghborhood for future park uses and other neighborhood plan policies seek to enhance trail
corndors and pathways lo provide recreational opportuntes within the neighborhicod  Other parks n
close vicmity to North Redmoend include 60 Acres Park to the west Juell Community Park to the east
Farrel-McWhrter and Perngo Parks to the southeast and Hartman Park to the south The Parks
Recreation and Open Space Plan (PRO Ptan) identifies facility noeds for the negghbarhood

Opportunihes 10 sxpand passive and/or active recreation and open space faciltes exist throughout the
neighborhood These include the addition of a centrally located park or expansion of other existing parks
and open spaces that will better meet residents recreational needs Also the Redmond/Puget Scund
Energy Trail which currently dvides the North Redmond and Education Hill neighborhoods could be
developed into a unifying feature that services both neighborhoods  Any new park facilities would be
mtegrated nto the open space corndor and trail system

Beginning in the mid to-late 1980 s North Redmond began shifting from a very semi-rural neighborhood
to a rapdly changing urban area with predorninately larger and consequently more expensive homes If
these development trends continue homes in North Redmond will be out of reach for many people who
work m Redmond but canl afford 1o live here  Together with other neighborhoods in Redmond residents
of North Redmond suppost activites to increase the variety of home cholces available for afl ages and
varying income levels whie not praciuding the construction of high-end housing withun the neighborhood.
Some of the innovative hame chowes supported by North Redmond residents mclude cottages and multi-
plex housing and size-imitad structures These forms of housing styles through the lessened impact of a
smaller footprint wiil also help to achieve other neighborhood goals for preserving stands of mature trees
creating new open space areas establishing nelghborhood connectivity and linkages and protecting the
area 8 other natural resources Design standards that promote a s:ngle family appearance for these
innovative home choices will ensure that North Redmond presants ftself as a cohesive and
mterconnected neghborhood

By providing a variety of home szes and styles new housing costs will be relatvely mors affordable for
many households However # is unfikely that, without mcentives there will be any new homes built in
North Redmond that are affordable for working famibes with moderate wages. Among thesa househokds
are teachers nurses adminisirative support workers, police firemen and seniors Consestent with other
City of Redmond goals to provide housing for all aconomic sagmants of the community North Redmond
