WASHINGTON, AMENDING THE REDMOND MUNICIPAL
CODE TO AMEND REDMOND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
GUIDE (RCDG) 20A 20 DEFINITIONS, RCDG 20F 30
ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW PROCEDURES, AND RCDG
20F 50 DUTIES, AUTHORITIES BND
QUALIFICATIONS OF DECISION-MAKING BODIES TO
CREATE A TEMPORARY CODE REWRITE COMMISSION,
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, AND ESTABLISHING
AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, 1in 2008 the City approved the 2009-2011 Code
Rewrite project as part of the 2009-2010 Budgeting by Praiorities
process, and

WHEREAS, the mission of that project 1s to create a zoning
code that 1mproves clarity, conciseness, predictability and
usability for residents, development professionals and the
business community, maintains the aintegrity of code concepts
adopted over time by the City Council while utilizing new ideas
where appropriate to achieve these concepts, and, implements
clearly and effectively the goals, visions and poliaicies of the
Comprehensive Plan, and

WHEREAS, an expedited timeline has been developed for the
completion of the project with the goal of adopting a rewraitten
code by Spring 2011, and

WHEREAS, the creation of a temporary Code Rewrite

Commission to review proposals related to the 2009-2011 Code
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Rewrite 1s craitical to completing this project in accordance
with the expedited timeline, and

WHEREAS, on Apral 9, 200%, the City provided 60-day notice
to state agencles reviewlng Comprehensive Plan and development
regulation updates of this proposed amendment, and

WHEREAS, a State Environmental Policy &Act Checklist was
prepared and Determination of Non-Significance was 1ssued on
June 2, 2009, for the proposed amendment, and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commissicn conducted a public hearing
on May 13, 2009, to receive public comment on the proposed
amendment, and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission concluded that the
regulations included herein 1) relieve the Planning Commission
of a work load too heavy for one commission to realistically be
responsible for, and 2) create consistency and strengthened
communications between the Planning Commission and a temporary
Code Rewrite Commission, and

WHEREAS, the City Councal considered the Planning
Commission’s recommendation on the proposed amendment on
June 23, 2008

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF REDMOND,

WASHINGTON, HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS
