WASHINGTON, ADOPTING THE REDMOND SHORELINE
MASTER PROGRAM UPDATE; AMENDING AND
REPLACING THE SHORELINE MASTER PROGRAM
SECTION IN THE REDMOND COMPREHENSIVE PLAN;
AMENDING PARK AND RECREATION POLICIES IN THE
REDMOND COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; ADOPTING
SHORELINE MAPS; ADOPTING AND AMENDING
SHORELINE DEFINITIONS IN CHAPTER 20A.20 OF
THE REDMOND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT GUIDE;
AMENDING DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS RELATING TO
SHORELINES 1IN TITLES 20C AND 20D OF THE
REDMOND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT GUIDE; ADDING
A NEW CHAPTER 20D.45 RELATING TO DREDGING;
AMENDING AND REPLACING CHAPTER 20D.150,
SHORELINE REGULATIONS; AMENDING SHORELINE
RELATED PRODEDURES IN CHAPTER 20F.10,

20F.30, AND 20F.40; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY AND ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE
DATE

WHEREAS, the City of Redmond (City) had adopted by
Ordinance the 2007 Shoreline Master Program; and

WHEREAS, the City formally filed the 2007 Shoreline Master
Program Update with the Department of Ecology on September 25,
2008; and

WHEREAS, the Washington State Department of Ecology
(Department of Ecology) verified receipt of a complete Shoreline
Master Program amendment submittal package on November 3, 2008;
and

WHEREAS, the Department of Ecology conducted their public

notice process from January 14, 2009, to February 16, 2009; and
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WHEREAS, the Department of Ecology held a public hearing in
Redmond on January 22, 2009; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Ecology sent all oral and
written comments it received to the City on February 24, 2009;
and

WHEREAS, the City submitted to the Department of Ecology
its responses to issues raised during the state comment period
on March 31, 2009; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Ecology issued an approval
letter on the proposed Shoreline Master Program subject to the
City’s agreement to make certain required changes on July 7,
2009; and

WHEREAS, the Redmond Planning Commission held a public
hearing on these Department of Ecology changes on August 12,
2009, and at the conclusion of the hearing forwarded a
recommended Shoreline Master Program Update to the City Council;
and

WHEREAS, after discussion, the City Council has determined
to adopt the Shoreline Master Program Update in the form
established by this ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF REDMOND,
WASHINGTON, DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Shoreline Master Program Policies. The

Shoreline Master Program Element in the City of Redmond
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Comprehensive Plan is hereby amended to read as set forth on
Exhibit 1 attached to this ordinance and incorporated by this
reference as if set forth in full.

Section 2. Shoreline Maps. The following maps attached

in Exhibit 1 to this ordinance and incorporated herein by this
reference as if set forth in full, are hereby adopted and made a
part of the Shoreline Master Program Element of the City of
Redmond Comprehensive Plan:

Shoreline Environments Map

Shoreline Public Access System Map

Preferred Locations: Water-enjoyment Uses Map

Shoreline Views Map

Section 3. Shoreline-related Parks and Recreation

Policies. Policies PR-19, PR-28, PR-31, PR-43, and PR-52 of the
Parks and Recreation  Element in the City of Redmond
Comprehensive Plan are hereby amended to read as set forth on
Exhibit 4 attached to this ordinance and incorporated herein by

this reference as if set forth in full.

Section 4. Shoreline-Related Definitions. Chapter

20A.20 of the Redmond Municipal Code and Community Development
Guide is hereby amended to revise the shoreline-related
definitions set forth on Exhibit 3 attached to this ordinance
and 1incorporated herein by this reference as if set forth in

full to read as set forth on said Exhibit.
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Section 5. Shoreline Development Regulations. Chapter

20D.150 of the Redmond Municipal Code and Community Development
Guide 1is hereby amended to read as set forth on Exhibit 2
attached to this ordinance and incorporated herein by this
reference as if set forth in full.

Section 6. Shoreline-related Regulations. Those

provigions of Chapters 20C.20, 20C.30, 20C.40, 20C.50, and
20C.60 of the Redmond Municipal Code and Community Development
Guide set forth on BExhibit 5 attached to this ordinance and
incorporated herein by this reference as if set forth in full
are hereby amended to read as set forth on said Exhibit.

Section 7. Dredging. A new Chapter 20D.45 entitled,
“Dredging,” 1is hereby added to the Redmond Municipal Code and
Community Development Guide to read as set forth on Exhibit 6
attached to this ordinance and incorporated herein by this
reference as if set forth in full.

Section 8. Shoreline-related Design Standards. Those

shoreline-related design standards in Chapter 20D.40 of the
Redmond Municipal Cede and Community Development Guide set forth
on Exhibit 7 to this ordinance and incorporated herein by this
reference ags if set forth in full are hereby amended to read as

set forth on said Exhibit.
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Section 9. Shoreline-related Special Use Regulations.

Those shoreline-related special use zregulations in Chapter
20D.170 of the Redmond Municipal Code and Community Development
Gulide set forth on Exhibit 8 attached to this ordinance and
incorporated herein by this reference as 1if set forth in full
are hereby amended to read as set forth on said Exhibit.

Sectien 10. Shoreline-related Permit Procedures. Those

shoreline-related permit procedures in Chapters 20F.10, 20F.30
and 20F.40 of the Redmond Municipal Code and Community
Development Guide set forth on Exhibit 9 attached to this
ordinance and incorporated herein by this reference as if set
forth in full are hereby amended to read as set forth on said
Exhibit.

Section 11. Severability. If any section, sentence,

clause or phrase of this ordinance or any code or comprehensive
plan section adopted or amended hereby should be held to be
invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent
jurisdiction, such invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not
affect the validity of any other section, sentence, clause ox
phrase of this ordinance or the adopted or amended code or
comprehensive plan section.

Section 12. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take

effect and be in full force five days after its passage and

publication of a summary as provided by law.
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
