ORDINANCE NO. 2489 (AM)

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF REDMOND,
WASHINGTON, ADOPTING A NEW CHAPTER IN TITLE
20D OF THE REDMOND MUNICIPAL CODE AND REDMOND
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT GUIDE CATLED HIGH
CAPACITY TRANSIT CORRIDOR PRESERVATION
REGULATIONS, PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, AND
ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the City of Redmond supports the extension of
light rail to Overlake and Downtown Redmond; and

WHEREAS, on April 1, 2008, the CCity Council adopted
Ordinance No. 2392, which includes Comprehensive Plan policies
and maps identifying a preferred 1light rail alignment in
Downtown Redmond and next steps associated with facilitating the
extension of light rail; and

WHEREAS, Comprehensive Plan policy TR-30.5, adopted as part
of Ordinance No. 2392, directs the City to secure necessary
right-of-way for light rail once a preferred alignment has been
selected; and

WHEREAS, the C(City Council selected and described its
preferred alignment £for Downtown Redmond and Overlake in a
letter to Sound Transit dated April 1, 2009; and

WHEREAS, on May 14, 2009, the Sound Transit Board adopted
motion M2009-41, selecting preferred alignments for all East

Link light rail segments; and
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WHEREAS, the City Council’s preferred alignment and Sound
Transit Board’s preferred alignment are substantially the same;
and

WHEREAS, the Growth Management Act (36.70A RCW) stipulates
that development regulations must implement Comprehensive Plans;
and

WHEREAS, on January 8, 2009, the City provided 60-day
notice to state agencies reviewing Comprehensive Plan and
development regulation updates of this proposed amendment; and

WHEREAS, a State Environmental Policy Act Checklist was
prepared and a Determination of Non-significance was issued on
January 26, 2009, for the proposed amendment; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission conducted a public hearing
beginning July 22, 2009, and ending August 12, 2009, to receive
public comment on the proposed amendment; and

WHEREZS, the Planning Commission concluded that the
regulations included herein facilitate the extension of 1light
rail to Redmond, advance existing transportation and land use
plans for Overlake and Downtown, and enhance predictability for
property owners and developers affected by light rail; and

WHEREAS, the regulations are explicitly related to the
extension of light rail, and therefore cannot be used by the

agency extending light rail to claim a diminution in property
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value at the time that the agency condemng land for light rail-
related actions; and

WHEREAS, the City Council held public meetings to review
the propcsed amendment on September 15, 2009, and October 6,
2009; and

WHEREAS, the City of Redmond desires to amend Title 20D of
the Redmond <Community Development Guide to establish transit-
related setbacks in anticipation of 1light rail extension to
Redmond.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OCOF REDMOND,
WASHINGTON, HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Findings and Conclusions. The City Council

hereby adopts the findings and conclusions contained in the
Planning Commission Report dated August 26, 2009, including all
related attachments and exhibits to that report.

Section 2. New portions of the Redmond Community Development

Guide Enacted. The regulations contained in Exhibit 1 to this

ordinance, incorporated herein as if set forth in full, are hereby
enacted.

Section 3. Severability. If any section, sentence, clause,

or phrase of this ordinance should be held to be invalid oxr
unconstitutional by a court of competent Jjurisdiction, such

invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity of
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
