Term and Termination

This Contract shall commence on January 1 2009 and shall terminate on December 31 2013
unless extended or terminated earher, pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Contract

This Contract may be terminated by the ether party without cause in whole or in part prior to the
date specified in Subsection Il A above, by providing the other party thirty (30) days advance
written notice of the termination

The County may terminate this Contract in whole or in part, upon seven (7) days advance written
notice in the event (1) the Contractor matenally breaches any duty, obligation, or service required
pursuant to this Contract or (2) the duties, obhgations or services required herein become
impossible illegal or not feasible

If the Contract is terminated by the County pursuant to tfus Subsection 11 C (1) the Contractor
shall be hable for damages, including any additional costs of procurement of similar services from
another source

If the termination results from acts or omissions of the Contractor, including but not imited to
misappropriation, nonperformance of required services or fiscal msmanagement, the Contractor
shall return to the County immediately any funds misappropnated or unexpended which have
been paid to the Contractor by the County

If County or other expected or actual funding i1s withdrawn reduced or imited in any way prior to
the termination date set forth above in Subsection Il A the County may upon written notification
to the Contractor terminate ttus Contract in whole or in part

If the Contract 1s terminated as provided in this Subsection (1) the County will be liable only for

payment in accordance with the terms of this Contract for services rendered prior to the effective
date of termination and (2) the Contractor shali be released from any obligation to provide such

further services pursuant to the Contract as are affected by the termination

Funding or obligation under this Contract beyond the current appropration year 1s conditional upon
appropniation by the County Council of sufficient funds to support the activities descnbed in the
Contract Should such appropnation not be approved, this Contract will terminate at the close of
the current appropnation year

The Contractor may terminate this Contract upon seven (7) days written notice should the County
commut any materal breach of this Contract

Nothing herein shall imit waive, or extingutsh any rnight or remedy provided by this Contract or law
that either party may have in the event that the obligations terms, and conditions set forth in this
Contract are breached by the other party

Compensation and Method of Payment

A

The County shall reimburse the Contractor for satisfactory completion of the services and
requirements specified in this Contract payable in the following manner

BLS reimbursements shall occur upon receipt and approval of a signed invoice as set forth in
Exhibit C that comples with the budget in Exhibit B Data Reporting reimbursements shall occur
upon receipt and approval of a signed invoice as set forth in Exhubit 2B that complies with the
budget in Exhibit 2A The Contractor may bill up to the full amount of the annual amendment at
any time during the specified amendment year f it can certify and document that its total
expenditures have equaled or exceeded the full amount of the amendment

The Contractor shall submit an invoice and all accompanying reports as specified in the attached
exhibits not more than 60 working days after the close of each indicated reporting period The
County will imtiate authorization for payment after approval of corrected invoices and reports The
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County shali make payment to the Contractor not more than 45 days after a complete and
accurate invoice i1s received

The Contractor shall submit its final invoice and all cutstanding reports within 90 days of the date
this Contract terminates If the Contractor's final invoice and reports are not submitted by the day
specified in this subsection the County will be relieved of all rability for payment to the Contractor
of the amounts set forth in said invoice or any subsequent invoice

When a budget 1s attached hereto as an exhibit the Contractor shall apply the funds received from
the County under this Contract in accordance with said budget The contract may contain
separate budgets for separate program components The Contractor shall request pnor approval
from the County for an amendment to this Contract when the cumulative amount of transfers
among the budget categories 1s expected to exceed 10% of the Contract amount in any Contract
budget Supporting documents necessary to explain fully the nature and purpose of the
amendment must accompany each request for an amendment

If travel costs are contained in the attached budget reimbursement of Contractor travel lodging,
and meal expenses are limited to the eligible costs based on the following rates and criferia

1 The mileage rate allowed by King County shall not exceed the current Internal Revenue

4 Aur travel shall be by coach class at the lowest possible price available at the time the
County requests a particular tnp In general, a trip i1s associated wrth a particular work activity
of limited duration and only one round-trip ticket per person shall be billed per trip

Audits

Except as provided in paragraph C 2 of this section, upon termination of this Contract for
any reason the Cantractor shall return or destroy all protected health information received
from King County or created or received by the Contractor on behalf of King County This
provision shall apply to protected health information that is in the possession of
subcontractors or agents of the Contractor The Contractor shall retan no copies of the
protected health information

In the event the Contractor determines that returning or destroying the protected health

If the Contractor is a municipal entity or other government institution or junisdiction it shall submit
to the County a copy of its annual report of examination/audit conducted by the Washington State
Auditor within thirty (30) days of receipt which submittal shall constifute compliance with

If the Contractor for-profit or non-profit receives m excess of $100 000 in funds during its fiscal
year from the County, it shall provide a fiscal year financial statement prepared by an independent
Certified Public Accountant or Accounting Firm within six (8) months subsequent to the close of the
Contractor s fiscal year

Additional audtt or review requirements which may be imposed on the County will be passed on to
the Contractor and the Contractor will be required to comply with any such requirements

Corrective Action

E

If the County determines that a breach of contract has occurred that 1s the Contractor has failed
to comply with any terms or conditions of this Contract or the Contractor has faled to provide in
any manner the work or services agreed to herein and If the County deems said breach to warrant
corrective action the following sequential procedure will apply

The County will notify the Contractor in writing of the nature of the breach

The Contractor shali respond in writing within three (3) working days of its receipt of such
notification which response shall indicate the steps being taken to correct the specified
deficiencies The corrective action plan shall specify the proposed completion date for bringing the
Contract into comphiance which date shall not be more than ten (10) days from the date of the
Contractor’s response unless the County at its sole discretion specifies in writing an extension n
the number of days to complete the corrective actions,

The County will notify the Contractor in writing of the County’s determination as to the sufficiency
of the Contractor s corrective action plan The determination of sufficiency of the Contractor's
corrective action plan shall be at the sole discretion of the County,

In the event that the Contractor does not respond within the appropnate time with a corrective
action plan or the Contractor s corrective action plan 1s determined by the County to be
nsufficient the County may commence termination of this Contract in whole or in part pursuant to
Section II C

In addition the County may withhold any payment owed the Contractor or prohibit the Contractor
from mcurring additional obligations of funds until the County 1s satisfied that corrective action has
been taken or completed, and

Nothing herein shall be deemed to affect or waive any rights the parties may have pursuant to
Section Il Subsections B,C D and E

Dispute Resolution

A

The parties shall use therr best good-faith efforts to cooperatively resolve disputes and problems
that anse in connection with this Contract Both parties will make a good faith effort to continue
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without delay to carry out thewr respective responsibilities under this Contract while attempting to
resolve the dispute under this section

If a dispute anises between the parties that cannot be resolved by direct negotiation the dispute
shall be submitted to a dispute board for a non-binding determination Each party shall timely
appoint one member to the dispute board Those members shall jointly appoint an additional
member Any costs of the dispute board shall be split evenly between the two parties The dispute
board shall timely review the facts, Contract terms and apphcable law and rules and make its
determination Provided that each party and the dispute board act in a timely manner the parties
agree not to seek legal or equitable relief in the courts until the dispute board renders its
determination Thereafter either party may seek legal or equitable relief in the courts

Hold Harmless and Indemnification

A

In providing services under this Contract the Contractor 1s an independent Contractor and nesither
it nor s officers agents employees, or subcontractors are employees of the County for any
purpose The Contractor shall be responsible for all federal and/or state tax, industnal msurance
and Sccial Secunty hatulity that may result from the performance of and compensation for these
services and shall make no claim of career service or civil service nghts which may accrue to a
County employee under state or local law

The County assumes no responsibility for the payment of any compensation wages benefis, or
taxes by, or on behalf of the Contractor, its employees, subcontractors and/or others by reason of
this Contract The Contractor shall protect indemnify and save harmless the County its officers
agents and employees from and agamst any and all claims costs and/or losses whatsoever
oceurning or resulting from (1) the Contractor's falure to pay any such compensation wages
benefits or taxes and/or (2) the supplying to the Contractor of work services matenals or
supphes by Contractor employees or other supplers in connection with or support of the
performance of this Contract

The Contractor further agrees that it 1s financially responsible for and will repay the County all
indicated amounts following an audit exception which occurs due to the neghgence, intentional act
and/or fallure for any reason to comply with the terms of this Contract by the Contractor 1its
officers employees agents or subcontractors This duty to repay the County shall not be
dimunished or extinguished by the prior termination of the Contract pursuant to the Duration of
Contract or the Termination section

The Contractor shall defend indemnify and hold harmless the County, its officers employees and
agents from any and all costs, claims, judgments, and/or awards of damages ansing out of orm
any way resulting from the negligent acts or omissions of the Contractor its officers employees
subcontractors and/or agents in its performance or non-performance of ts obligations under this
Contract In the event the County incurs any judgment award and/or cost ansing therefrom
including attorneys fees to enforce the provisions of this article all such fees expenses and costs
shall be recoverable from the Contractor

Professional Liability Errors and Omissions insurance may be placed with insurers with a Bests
rating of B+VIl Any exception must be approved by King County

If at any time the foregoing policies shall fail to meet the above mmimum reguirements the
Contractor shall upon notice to that effect from the County, promptly obtain a new policy, and shall
submit the same to the County, with appropnate certificates and endorsements for approval

Verfication of Coverage

The Contractor shall furnish the County certificates of insurance and endorsements required by
this Contract Such certificates and endorsements and renewals thereof, shall be attached as
exhibits to the Contract The certificates and endorsements for each insurance policy are to be
signed by a person authornized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf The certificates and
endorsements for each insurance policy are to be on forms approved by the County prior to the
