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Approval Criteria
• Consistency with the Growth Management Act (GMA) and the King County Countywide Planning 

Policies (CPPs); 

• Consistency with the Comprehensive Plan policies and the designation criteria; 

• If the purpose of the amendment is to change the allowed use in an area, the need for the land uses 
that would be allowed by the Comprehensive Plan amendment and whether the amendment would 
result in the loss of the capacity to meet other needed land uses (specifically housing);

• Consistency with the preferred growth and development pattern of the Land Use Element of the 
Comprehensive Plan; 

• The capability of the land, including the prevalence of critical areas;

• The capacity of public facilities and whether public facilities and services can be provided cost-
effectively at the intensity allowed by the designation;

• The proposed amendment addresses significantly changed conditions. In making this determination 
the following shall be considered

• Unanticipated consequences of an adopted policy, or

• Changed conditions on the subject property or its surrounding area, or,

• Changes related to the pertinent plan map or text; and

• Where such change of conditions creates conflicts in the Comprehensive Plan of a magnitude that would need to 
be addressed for the Comprehensive Plan to function as an integrated whole.

Summary

• A licensee may hold both a producer and a processor license simultaneously. 

• The initiative does not allow a producer and/or processor to also be a retailer.

• Location requirements- 1000 feet of any elementary or secondary school, playground, 
recreation center or facility, child care center, public park, public transit center, library, 
or game arcade;

• Jurisdictions may drop the separation requirements for all but schools and 
playgrounds

• Retail may co-locate in same building with processing, but they must  maintain 
separate  entrances and must be completely closed off and separated.

• 1,000 feet from any of the following:
1. Elementary or secondary school, or
2. Playground.

• 100 feet from any of the following:
1. Recreation center or facility,
2. Child care center,
