Il.  The costs stated on all approved building permit applications for the structure equal or exceed
100 percent of the value of the existing structure at the beginning of that three-year period. The
percentage (by value) of the required landscaping or pedestrian system, to be installed shall be
determined in the same manner as the value of the existing structure.

The Redmond Zoning Code, Section 21.76.100F8, states that a nonconforming structure may be repaired
or restored to its nonconforming state should it be damaged or destroyed as a result fire. This provision
applies only to structures that are legal nonconforming (constructed with a permit) and not to illegal
nonconforming structures (built without a permit). Therefore, the City is not able to allow the wooden
structure to be constructed using the “restoration” portion of code.

This letter is a final decision of the City of Redmond Planning Department regarding the illegal
nonconforming status of the wooden structure that was lost to a fire on May 6, 2016. You may appeal
this decision under RZC 21.76.060(l) by filing an appeal with the Redmond Hearing Examiner within
fourteen (14) days of the date of this letter.
